Size Requirements: Entries may be no larger than 12” x 14” jincluding the frame. If your frame is 2" or more larger than
these dimensions, they will not be eligible and will not be displayed. The display area is limited, so we must adhere to this
requirement. Caution: Size is calculated on the total piece. Don't buy your frame based on the size of the mat! Look at the total
dimensions of the entire frame!

No raw glass edges allowed. wire —> 1
e Frames must be fitted with picture hanging wire, per example: label —>
e Entries not ready to be hung, or lacking picture hanging wire, will not be judged or hung.
